Rosario, carpenter by trade, was unable to find work in
the region and decided to move his family to
Wallaceburg, Ontario.

Génwand Scalabrini

I am the oldest child of Rosario Scalabrini and Marie-Paule Vanasse
I'was bornon April 10, 1944 in Martinville, QC. Ispent my childhood
years on a farm situated on the outskirts of Martinville’s village. 1
remember that our house sat high up on the hill, which made up a
good portion of our farm, and that it gave us a good view of the
village and the rolling farm field below.

Among some of the things that [ remember about the farm aside from
the buildings and the pasture and fields, is that it also had a small
sugarbush and orchard. In my very early years, like most farmers of ;
the time my father had two horses, a one buggy horse, and the other Gerard feeding the chickens
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a large workhorse. I have particularly fond memories of the big workhorse, because at a very young age
I used to drive or lead the horse when my father did the hay, and that Gérald and I used to sneak across
the road and ride him when he was pastured in the orchard.

I have some not so pleasant memories of the fire that burned down the original house on the farm. To
the best of my memory my father was at the kitchen table lighting a kerosene lantern, as he prepared to
go to the barn. And when it exploded, I vaguely
remember seeing the flames running up the walls, and
myself running to the door of my bedroom to get the
pair of new red rubber boots that my parents had just
bought me, when someone grabbed me and took me
outside. After that, we took refuge in the neighbour’s
house further up the hill. Later in the evening we
went out, and I saw that our house was completely
engulfed in flames. A new house was immediately
built on the site, but for some reason, to me it looked
like a box. Although I don’t remember what the

Gerald, Jean-Nil, Claire, Gerard, Georges original house looked like, I have no memory of liking
and Daniel at Wallace Pond the new one

There are many other pleasant and unpleasant things that I also remember about those early years. One
was the pleasantness of sugaring time, and how a lot of relatives used to come over and how good the
sugar cones seemed to be. How much fun my brother and I had when our parents raised a lamb for the
Saint Jean-Baptiste celebration in the village, and how we cried when it was put back in the pasture with
the other sheep. Probably my last memory of the farm is the auction of everything on the farm, and that
a couple of days later Gérald sold our farm dog to the farmer whom had bought our manure pile. If1
recall, Gérald got a dollar for the dog, and that father got a hundred dollars for the manure pile.

I attended school in Martinville at both the old school house by the graveyard, and the new one across
the road by the church. I seem to remember that I failed a year. I also attended school in Coaticook
after we sold the farm and moved there. A year later we moved @ Sk

to Wallaceburg, Ontario. I only got my grade eight in ™ a8
Wallaceburg. It would be eight years before I attended night

classes in Timmins to get my high school equivalency, which
allowed me to take a one year college course in Commercial
Accountancy, and then attend Algonquin College in Ottawa
from which I graduated in 1974 with a diploma in Marketing.

My work history is speckled to say the least. In Wallaceburg
after I left school, I worked for a time at the glass factory, and
then at the area canneries. After I followed my parents to
Timmins, I worked on various large construction jobs in
Northern Ontario; and at the Hollinger Mine in Timmins and
the Inco Smelter in Sudbury. I left both of the last two places, B: Gerald, Rosario, Daniel, Marie-Paule, Gerard
because of very close calls. I lost my taste for working fifty- * Michel, Martine and Jacques, in the 60s

two hundred feet underground when one day the ceiling of a stoop, we were working in, started to
crackle. Minutes after we moved our equipment out, all it took was one hard poke of the ceiling with
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a pry bar to bring it down just where we had been drilling. It took six sticks of dynamite to pulverise the
rock, and for my partner and myself it was our last day at the mine. In Sudbury, I had a good job
operating a small rock crusher in the mill that fed the nickel ore to the smelting pots. My co-worker and
I share a small lunchroom, and one midnight shift we started falling asleep while waiting for the signal to
get back to work. Sleeping on the midnight shift wasn’t that unusual, because sometimes we’d have a
two-hour break before more ore was needed from our area. The only thing that I remember after that
was waking up in the Coppercliff Hospital five days later, and having a . &
slight memory of at one time being connected to an oxygen tank. All
five of us in the lunchroom at that time ended up in the hospital, and I
was the worse, because apparently I was sitting next to the leaky gas
line that passed through the lunchroom. The incident kept me in hospital
for three weeks, and when they announced that I was fit to go back to
work, I decided not to.

It was then that I decided to go back to school, and in-between school
and college, I worked for the Liquor Control Board of Ontario. After
college I worked for various government departments around Ottawa;
including Veterans Affairs, Agriculture Canada, and Energy Mine and
Resources. I now work for the Seaford Group as a buyer of highly Gerard

specialised electronic equipment that we supply to various government departments and high tech
companies in the Ottawa area.

On a more personal note I am single, and I can say that [ have only come close to getting married twice.
Over the years I have kept in shape by running eight marathons, Montreal three times, and maybe one
hundred other races. I have also spent ten years coaching track and field for the Ottawa Kinsmen
Warriers, and during that time I had the pleasure of seeing two of my athletes get track scholarships
from American universities. Today my running days are over because of a bad leg injury a few years
ago, but I still manage to stay in shape by doing a lot of walking and some weight exercises.

Arséne, seventh child of Cyrille and Rosa was born February 19, 1915. He grew up in Sainte-Edwidge
on the family farm located on the “chemin de la Riviére”. He attended the country school “Ecole Saint-
Martin”. As a teenager and with the help of his brother Sylvio, he played quite a few practical jokes. He
worked at the farm chores and helped to build the new barn in 1932. He then got a job as a farmer’s
helper for Amédée and Armand Beaudoin in Martinville. Arséne learned his future trade from his
mother Rosa whose father had been a butcher. During the 1930°s at the helght of the depressmn the
market for live animals was very slow. So, Arséne and his mother RS

decided to slaughter the animals themselves and to sell the meat to
their neighbours. This extra money earned was really important to the
survival ofthe family. Afterwards, he worked in a mill in Saint-Lambert
near Montreal.

In his early twenties, Arséne met a young lady from the area. Héléna
was the daughter of Aimé Tétreault and Marie-Anne Gladu. She was
born in Montreal on June 5, 1914. After many moves, her family finally
settled down in Martinville. During the depression, to help her family,
she went to work as a maid even though the salary was humble, at one
dollar per week. After a courtship that lasted seven years, Hé¢léna and
Arséne were married on August 28, 1942.

During the first three years of their marriage, the newlyweds lived in
Sainte-Edwidge with Arseéne’s family. During this time, their two first
children were born: Claire on June 11, 1943 and Jean-Nil on October
24, 1944. In 1945, the family moved to Martinville and their third
child Georges was born. The purchase in 1947 of Wilfrid Lapointe’s
butcher shop marked the beginning of a new adventure for Arséne and Héléna. This was a very important
transaction for them. During the following years, the family grew with the birth of Bertrand on August
12, 1948, Madeleine on November 8 1949, Réginald on March 19, 1952 deceased two weeks later,
Gaétan on April 23, 1953, Théreése on
May 6, 1955 and Mario on July 23, 1958.

great fan of horse racing and would go there at least twice a week.
He loved to travel and he considered family reunions very important.
But it is only in the early 60’s that he finally was able to take a few
days off. With Héléna and a couple of friends, they visited the
Maritimes and a few regions of the Province of Quebec. Arséne had
a great dream, “Visit Italy” . And he always said: “Only a premature
death will prevent me from going.” He loved the company of people
but he never hesitated to speak his mind whether it pleased the others
or not.
